NO SECOND COLLECTION THIS WEEKEND 

SECOND COLLECTION NEXT WEEKEND will go to 

support the work of the Catholic Charities of the Archdiocese of 

Boston.  This ministry is focused on support of children and 

families as well as newly arrived immigrants in the Archdiocese. 

Programs include food pantries, residential care for women and 

children in poverty, substance abuse counseling and assistance 

with rent and heating oil. Catholic Charities regularly serves over 

175,000 people each year.  It is focused on direct personal and 

social support of those in need. 

Pastor’s Notes: The feast of the Epiphany is sometimes celebrated 

in other cultures as a little Christmas and occasionally in some 

countries is the more important of the two “Christmases” that we 

celebrate. The first Christmas we celebrate is the Incarnation, 

God’s word made flesh.  The second is dedicated to giving him 

gifts that represent earthly and heavenly belief in the new messiah. 

The three wise men and their story have evolved over the ages, but 

experts generally believe that they were from an ancient religion 

that still exists today. Zoroastrians are a small group of believers 

that are located in India. As a group they are among some of the 

most generous, intelligent and cultured people in the world. It is 

not possible to become part of this tiny religious sect unless you 

are born into it. Part of their belief system holds that whenever a 

good person is born a star appears in the sky over them. This is the 

genesis of their arriving in from the east that we hear about in 

today’s readings. One can only imagine what they thought as they 

came to Bethlehem to discover underneath the giant star, this tiny 

baby, in a small manger outside of the inn, being warmed by the 

breath of animals gathered in adoration along with some shepherds 

and a few relatives. Their decision to follow this great star led 

them to the messiah and their gifts are presented to Jesus to help us 

understand that this is a new and different turn of events in the 

history of the world. The first prophetic words they ask concern 

the Messiah and his location. It is a strange occurrence that 

outsiders know about the arrival of the Messiah before the Jewish 

leaders. Their arrival is the next sign that something bigger than 

what the Jewish people were waiting for is unfolding. The three 

wise men teach us a few things. We are called to follow the 

brightness of God’s light in many ways, regardless of where we 

come from and what our gifts are. The second thing to learn is that 

in bringing gifts to Jesus, it is appropriate to bring things that will 

glorify Him. He has saved us through his cross and resurrection 

and so we are invited to bring the gift of ourselves to bow down 

before Him. The gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh are both 

gifts and prophetic instruments that are given to help us understand 

that this is someone who will live and die as one of us, but is much 

more than that. Another important point is that being religious and 

faithful and believing in the messiah will not except us from 

encountering bad people and evil intentions. The last and perhaps 

the most important thing we learn from the wise men, after 

encountering Jesus, is that it changes us and makes us go home by 

another way. This shows us that after encountering Jesus he 

changes us and gives us the strength to avoid evil and so we can go 

home by another way His way, strengthened by his message. Our 

home is ultimately heaven, and the only way we know is through 

Christ. All other machinations and choices don’t work. The wise 

men avoid evil and the prospect of cooperating with it by choosing 

another route. Another way we might cooperate with this final 

lesson is to ask ourselves what other way we might take. Is there a 

route home from church, school or work that allows me to do some 

good, to visit someone, do some good deed or be helpful 

somehow? James Taylor wrote a marvelous song about this that is 

found on his “Lone Wolf” entitled record. This is a nice faith filled 

song and lets us see that no matter who we are, what we have 

encountered or our challenges, there is always the possibility of 

extending Christmas by our going to Christ and our coming home 

by a different way, the way of Christ.  Peace, Father Murray

CHAPTER TWO GOD COMES TO MEET MAN 
        Article 1 THE REVELATION OF GOD 
 

IN BRIEF 
68 By love, God has revealed himself and given himself to man. 

He has thus provided the definitive, superabundant answer to 

the questions that man asks himself about the meaning and 

purpose of his life. 
 

69 God has revealed himself to man by gradually 

communicating his own mystery in deeds and in words. 
 

70 Beyond the witness to himself that God gives in created 

things, he manifested himself to our first parents, spoke to them 

and, after the fall, promised them salvation (cf ⇒ Gen 3:15) 

and offered them his covenant. 
 

71 God made an everlasting covenant with Noah and with all 

living beings (cf ⇒ Gen 9:16). It will remain in force as long as 

the world lasts. 
 

72 God chose Abraham and made a covenant with him and his 

descendants. By the covenant God formed his people and 

revealed his law to them through Moses. Through the prophets, 

he prepared them to accept the salvation destined for all 

humanity. 
 

73 God has revealed himself fully by sending his own Son, in 

whom he has established his covenant for ever. the Son is his 

Father's definitive Word; so there will be no further Revelation 

after him.

"Cuando yo me adhiera a ti con 
todo mi ser, no habrá ya para mi penas ni pruebas, y mi vida, 

toda llena de ti, será plena" (San Agustín, Confessiones, 

10,28,39).  Cuando el hombre escucha el mensaje de las 
criaturas y la voz de su conciencia, entonces puede alcanzar a 

certeza de la existencia de Dios, causa y fin de todo.La Iglesia 

enseña que el Dios único y verdadero, nuestro Creador y Señor, 
puede ser conocido con certeza por sus obras, gracias a la luz 

natural de la razón humana (cf. Concilio Vaticano I: DS 3026). 
 Nosotros podemos realmente nombrar a Dios partiendo de las

Resumen 
68 Por amor, Dios se ha revelado y se ha entregado al 

hombre. De este modo da una respuesta definitiva y 
sobreabundante a las cuestiones que el hombre se plantea 

sobre el sentido y la finalidad de su vida.  
69 Dios se ha revelado al hombre comunicándole 

gradualmente su propio Misterio mediante obras y palabras.  

70 Más allá del testimonio que Dios da de sí mismo en las 
cosas creadas, se manifestó a nuestros primeros padres. Les 

habló y, después de la caída, les prometió la salvación (cf. 
Gn 3,15), y les ofreció su alianza.  

71 Dios selló con Noé una alianza eterna entre Él y todos los 

seres vivientes (cf. Gn 9,16). Esta alianza durará tanto como 
dure el mundo.  

72 Dios eligió a Abraham y selló una alianza con él y su 

descendencia. De él formó a su pueblo, al que reveló su ley 
por medio de Moisés.

Các mục đồng vào hang đá và nhận thấy một Hài Nhi sơ sinh 

nằm trong máng cỏ. Hài Nhi Giêsu chào đời khai sinh một thế 

giới mới. Đức Mẹ đã sinh ra một con người mới. 

Đức Mẹ sinh ra một thế giới mới để sửa chữa thế giới cũ do Evà 

sinh ra. Thế giới cũ của bà Evà là môt thế giới đổ vỡ. Từ chỗ bất 

tuân lệnh Thiên Chúa, thế giới đã đi đến chỗ bất hoà với nhau: 

ông Adong đổ lỗi cho bà Evà, bà Evà đổ lỗi cho con rắn. Không 

những bất hoà với nhau mà còn bất hoà cả với súc vật, cỏ cây, 

ruộng đất. Và từ chỗ bất hoà đi đến bất hạnh: Anh em Cain và 

Aben giết lẫn nhau. Con người phân tán, chia rẽ. Thế giới đổ vỡ 

này phát sinh từ lòng kiêu ngạo và thói ích kỷ chỉ nghĩ đến bản 

thân mình. 

Thế giới mà Đức Mẹ sinh ra là một thế giới vâng phục Thiên 

Chúa. Chúa Giêsu hoàn toàn vâng phục thánh ý Chúa Cha nên 

đã sinh xuống thế làm người và từ bỏ ý riêng, sẵn sàng vâng 

phục thánh ý Chúa Cha cho đến nỗi bằng lòng chịu chết trên 

thập giá. Đức Mẹ vâng phục thánh ý Thiên Chúa khi thưa “Xin 

vâng” với thiên thần. Thánh Giuse vâng phục Thiên Chúa nên 

trở về nhận Đức Mẹ làm bạn. Các mục đồng vâng theo lời thiên 

thần đến hang Bêlem tìm Chúa. Ba Vua vâng phục theo ánh 

sáng ngôi sao đến thờ lạy Chúa. 

Thế giới mà Đức Mẹ sinh ra là một thế giới hài hoà. Sự hài hoà 

không phải chỉ có giữa Chúa Giêsu với Đức Mẹ và Thánh Giuse. 

Cảnh Chúa Giêsu nằm giữa thiên nhiên, trong hơi ấm của bầy 

chiên bò, với đoàn mục đồng và Ba Vua quây quần chung quanh 

nói lên một thế giới chung sống hoà bình. Chúa sống hoà hợp 

với trời đất, với con người và với thiên nhiên. Con người sống 

hoà hợp với Chúa và với nhau. 

Thế giới mới mà Đức Mẹ sinh ra là một thế giới quên mình. 

Chúa Giêsu đã quên địa vị mình là Thiên Chúa để xuống ở với 

nhân loại. Chúa Giêsu đã quên mình là Đấng thánh thiện để đến 

với người tội lỗi. Chúa đã quên mình là Thầy, là Cha, nên quỳ 

xuống rửa chân cho các môn đệ, các con cái của mình. Và nhất 

là Chúa đã quên mình là vô tội đến nỗi sẵn lòng hiến thân chịu 

chết cho loài người tội lỗi. Thánh Giuse và Đức Mẹ quên mình 

để đi vào chương trình của Thiên Chúa. Mục đồng quên mình, 

giữa đêm khuya lạnh lẽo, bỏ giấc ngủ đến tìm Chúa. Ba Vua 

quên mình bỏ nhà cửa tiện nghi, lên đường, chịu vất vả khó nhọc 

đến thờ lạy Chúa. Sự quên mình, quan tâm lo lắng chăm sóc cho 

người khác đã khai sinh một thế giới mới chan chứa tình yêu 

thương và ấm áp sự hoà thuận. Đó chính là cảnh thái bình đáng 

mong ước. 

Ngày đầu năm mới, Giáo Hội mừng kính Đức Mẹ là Mẹ Thiên 

Chúa, với mong muốn thế giới luôn được sinh lại, được đổi mới. 

Chỉ khi sinh lại trong Chúa và trong Đức Mẹ, thế giới mới thực 

sự có hoà bình. 

Ngày đầu năm mới, Giáo Hội cầu nguyện cho hoà bình thế giới, 

mong ước con người hãy biết sống hài hoà với nhau trong vâng 

phục Thiên Chúa, trong quên mình vì người khác để có một nền 

hoà bình thực sự trường cửu. Vì hoà bình không chỉ là vắng 

bóng chiến tranh nhưng còn là con người sống hài hoà trong tình 

tương thân tương ái. 

Lạy Chúa, xin hãy dùng con như khí cụ bình an của Chúa, để 

con trở nên con người mới, góp phần cưu mang và sinh hạ một 

thế giới mới như lòng Chúa mong ước.
